States with the highest sales tax are: California (8.25%), Indiana (7%), Mississippi  (7%), New Jersey (7%), Rhode Island (7%), Tennessee (7%), Minnesota (6.875%), Nevada (6.85%), Arizona (6.6%), Washington (6.5%), Kansas (6.3%), Texas and Illinois (6.25%). Each state as a tax system which collects money, generally, from residents of that state based on their earned income. This money is then used by the state government to fund state and local programs. Most states collect an income tax, just as the IRS does for the federal government. These states generally collect income tax from both full- and part-time residents of the state, as well as non- residents who collected income from an employee within the state.
